This local community plan summarises community views about:
the Barmulloch area of North Glasgow now;
the community’s vision for the futurs;
the issuss that matter most to the community, and .
pricrities for action.

Tha plan makes a clear statemeant about the type of place the peopls of Barmulloch would like it to be —and
what needs to be done.

The plan will be used to highlight the community's needs and aspirations in discussion with public agencies
and other partaers, snd as evidence of community suppert for priority projects.

The plan has besn prepared as part of North Glasgow Social Inclusion Partnerships commitment both to
invohing communities in Community Planning and to supporting local democracy. The Strategy Group for
Barmulloch and the two local tenants’ arpanisations - Barmulloch Tenante and Residents Association and
the Blackburn Croy BSIF Tenants and Eesidents Assoclation - established a local Community Futures
Steering Group to manage the development of the plan,

Barmulloch, at the northern edge of Glasgow, s a largely residenftial area built on land that was s S
farmiand until the 19505, The people of Barmulloch have a strong sense of local identity and @

clear understanding of its extent, The greais defined by Robroyston Park and the M80 fo the Emﬂ, [T
railway land and the high flals of Red Road to the south, open space along the line of the I‘ﬂrmﬂr
railwoy in the Broomfield Road area to the west and Waollacewell Rood as o boundary sepmﬂﬁnm

it frormn East Balomock to the north.

Although there have been periods of change, many of the residents have connections themselves
or through the previous generation fo the time when the area was built, The southem part of
Bammullach is characterised by tenement closes and the northem part by single-family homes:
when first built, the area was almost entirely of social housing rented from the Council; now, a
growing number of houses have been bought from the councll and new housing for owner
occupation is planned for the old college site in Rye Rood.

Some of the tenement blocks have been demaolished recently leaving unhealed scars and an
appearance of forgotten neglect. There is o strong sense of “disappearance” in the area and;
other than for schools, the area looks outside itself for many of its services os the range of local :
facilities diminishes. Modem shopping, entertainment and community services of various kinds ares
all now frustratingly outside the area. i
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Barmulloch makes up just undar half of the councll ward of Wallacewsll (population 7.734 at the 2001
census). Accurate figures are not avallable for Barmulloch but the estimate of population is 3500 af @

There are around 1800 homes In Barmulloch - one high rise tower, tenement closes, four-in-a-blocks and
setri-detached and terraced houses. There s little off-street parking so the strests - narrow apart from
the main circle routs of Eye Eoad and Byehlll Road - are often obstructed with parked cars. Two Tenants
ahd Basidents Assoclations act on behalf of people living locally, reprasenting their views to the new social
housing provider - Unity Homas Housing Association Lt4,

The condition of the housing is 3 source of anxiety to many. The survey demonstrated a desire for
improvements to the exsting stock and for more “front and back door” houses 10 replace the tenemeante,
Figures for the ward show that levels of owner occupation (37%) are conslderably lower than for Glasgow as
a whole (48%), that single parent househalds (9%) are higher than for Glasgow (7%} and that a much higher
proportion of households in Barmulloch (22%) have four or more people compared to the city as a whoie
{16%). There is a lack of 1 and 2 apartment homes for independent living in the area for smaller households,

Some demolition of the tower blocks and tenements is bsing considered but not yet claarly time-tablea and
some naw housing - both for soclal rent and for owner accupation - likewlse. A continuing programme of
development of new housing Just outside the area - in new Robroysten Just to the north - has already had
an effect on the area.

LOCAL ECONOMY AND HEALTH i1

Apart from the three schools, the community centre, the Leaming Cantre and a handful of local shops, there
are very few places of work actually located In Barmulloch. These aside, there are two main typas of |obs In
the Immediate surroundings - public service jobs at Stobhill Hospital, the docter's surgery and Sprirgburn
FPark, and retail services in ASDA, Tesco and Springburn Shopping Centre. The new Robroyston Business Park
will offer opportunities once it i5 constructed. The Lity Centre s, howevar, only three or four miles away.

Shockingly, naarly 25% of the adult working population in Barmulloch / Rebreystan is unable to work pecause
of long-tarm sickness and ill health, This iz nearly twice the city average figure and contributes ta the low
numbers of economically active peopla In tha ares,

Job support programmas are run by a number of local agencies and the Barmulloch Learning Centre is
providing opportunities for new life skills to local people.

EDUCATION

Barmulloch is Il served with Nursery Schools, ang the two Primary Schools are both locateéd in rather run
down accommodation. Two newly rebullt High Schools serve the wider local araa. All Saints High School is
at the heart of the Barmulloch community and is already golng some way to reaching ite potential of serving
the area In ways wider than Just for formal education; Springburn Academy, the non-denominational
aecondary school, Is 8 half hour walk away.




As weil as the schools and the Learing Centre, the area has a community centre (ne longer with & cafs)y a8 8
library, the Tenants Hall in Guarrywood Road (with exciting plans for reconstruction) and two churches {g
of which is temporarily closed because of flocd damage: it is due to re-open early in 2008,

A wide range of activities takes place In these premises and In others In neighbouring streets but there is
thought to be scope for more - much more. .
