BCDC approved a request from the Rob Roy Amateur Boxing Club to locate in the
unused Tenants Hall on the understanding the let would be temporary, awaiting
demolition. When eviction time loomed BCDC, determined to keep the Club in
Barmulloch, received approval from the Archdiocese of Glasgow for the use of the
former All Saints Church, which was recently deconsecrated following the demolition of
the Red Road Flats, its former parish. With the help of contractors engaged in local
building sites and some begging and borrowing the main church area became a boxing
club and Hope House was refurbished to provide services to vulnerable people and
families.

A grant application is being considered by the Big Lottery to provide disabled access,
fit a pitched roof, instali new doors, windows and interview rooms and carry out various
building repairs. Under Archdiocese rules the purchase price of £50k will go to St
Catherines Laboure, a local church in Barmulloch.

Robroyston Park

Adjacent to two halls is the 48 hectare Robroyston Park, which includes a large area
designated as a Local Nature Reserve. The reserve is home to various flora and
fauna, including a small herd of deer, but is famed for having the largest concentration
of frogs spawn in Scotland! An attraction for rare Herons. BCDC have long regarded
the Park as a key tool in local development efforts and were responsible for the
installation of the Multi-Use Games Arena, Childrens Playpark and a number of
featured entrances. The Company is represented on the Local Nature Reserve
Management Committee, Friends of Robroyston Park and organises an annual
summer gala, C in the Park. C for Conservation, Commitment and Community. BCDC
recently commissioned a Feasibility Study to determine if the community would like
further developments in the Park. Early feedback indicates strong support for the
Nature Reserve and a desire to see more community activities and services based in
its southern locations. A grant application is being progressed to compile a detailed
Development Plan.

BCDC will propose the Development Plan should include car parking for Park users, a
large all weather performance area with a stage having a power supply, allotments, an
extension of sports facilities at the Multi Use Games Arena and facilities to encourage
outdoor pursuits such as orienteering, cycle cross, bird watching etc.

Discussions are ongoing with the City Council to agree a Service Level Agreement for
a BCDC Social Enterprise Company to maintain the Park grounds. The SOC will
empioy qualified Supervisors to oversee and guide twelve local unemployed persons
in grounds maintenance, soft landscaping and horticulture.

The Company has also lodged an Expression of Interest with Glasgow City Council to
obtain an Asset Transfer of the Park to the Friends of Robroyston Park.
